Impact of COVID-19 on Specific Populations 

• More women than men lost jobs (5.5 mil. vs 2.5 mil.)
• Three sectors lost 59% of nonfarm jobs

• Leisure & Hospitality, Education, Heath Services
• Hispanic women experienced a steeper decline in jobs 
• Immigrant workers lost more than U.S. born workers
• Young adult employment severely impacted: -25%
• Workers without any college more likely impacted 
• College-educated more likely to have a telework option
